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	CSIS to CALPADS Data Conversion Rules



This document describes the files CSIS will create from the CSIS Locator Database as well as the data conversion rules used in creating and loading the files into the CALPADS Operational Data Store (ODS). The goal of the conversion process is to ensure that Statewide Student Identifiers (SSIDs) and as much related information as possible will be accepted when the records are run through the input validations of the CALPADS ODS.  Data that does not meet the conversion rules will NOT be loaded into the CALPADS ODS. This includes any locator validation errors that were not corrected prior to September 10th, 2009.  Additionally, Course and staff information (Fall Submissions) from State Reporting local education agencies (LEAs) will not be loaded into the CALPADS ODS. 
This document is divided into 4 sections:
1. The Files to be Created and the Rules for Creating/loading the Files
2. Data Elements to be Converted or Translated and Conversion Rules
3. Examples of How Conversion Rules Will Be Applied

4. Examples of Errors in Enrollment Data and How They Will Be Handled by CSIS and CALPADS

The intent of this document is to help LEAs understand what will be done with existing data in the CSIS Locator Database when it is converted to meet CALPADS file formats and migrated to CALPADS. (For information on the CALPADS file formats, please refer to the CALPADS File Specifications (CFS) available from http://www.cde.ca.gov/ds/sp/cl/systemdocs.asp. This document is NOT intended to be used to identify errors in data that need to be corrected prior to CALPADS implementation. LEA secure folders, which are found at: https://upload.csis.k12.ca.us/upload/, contain Locator Validation reports that identify most errors that will prevent data from being loaded into CALPADS (e.g. if an enrollment date that is prior to a student’s birth date). 

1. The Files to be Created and the Rules for Creating/LOADING THE Files 
The files CSIS is creating for loading into CALPADS are described below. The purpose of these files is to load student data, as well as other necessary information, such as local translations and Direct Certification status, into CALPADS so that it is available for use when CALPADS is launched. There are two groups of files. One set is the SENR, SINF and SPRG that facilitates the SSID enrollment migration. The other is a group of miscellaneous files that contain data not in the CALPADS File Specifications. The contents of each file and the rules for creating and loading records within each file are described below. 
SSID Enrollment (SENR) File
The SSID Enrollment file will contain enrollment records that have an open enrollment or exit after June 30, 2006, with the following exceptions:
A record will not be converted if:

a) The SSID is retired 
b) The Student’s Legal First Name is blank

c) The Student’s Legal Last Name is blank
d) There is an invalid exit reason and grade-level combination (i.e., Exit/Withdrawal Reason = 100 - Graduated, HS Diploma and Grade Level = 03).
e) The School Start Date is before the Birth Date

f) The exit code is 470 (Other no show).

If overlapping enrollments or overlapping enrollments and exits exist within the same LEA, or if overlapping enrollments exist between LEAs and one or both of the enrollment records are closed, enrollment records with 430 (No show, matriculating) exit code will be ignored and only the records described below will be created:
a) If one or both records is an open enrollment, the record with the most recent enrollment date will be used
b) If one record is a graduate and the other is not, the graduate record will be used
c) If one record is a dropout and the other is not, the dropout record will be used
d) If one of the records has a more recent withdrawal date, the most recent withdrawal will be used
e) If duplicate graduate or dropout records exist, the record with the most recent withdrawal date will be used
Note that CALPADS will not accept overlapping enrollment records within an LEA, or overlapping enrollments between LEAs when one or both of the enrollment records are closed, so when overlapping enrollment records exist within the same LEA, CSIS will select one record for loading in CALPADS. Refer to examples in section 4.
Student Information File (SINF)
The Student Information File will contain at least one record for each student in the enrollment file.  Additional records will be created using each student’s SRRTS Program Participation records with a different data effective date and different data for Parent Education Level, Grade Level, Proficient or Advanced for ELA and/or English Proficiency.  The student information file includes alias names where available. If a student has more alias names than effective dates, then the “left over” AKA names will not be included in the file. Every record must have a unique combination of SSID and Effective Start Date. Note that CALPADS only stores one student alias name per Student Information Record submitted. Only the most recent Alias is used for locating student matches during SSID searches. 
Student Programs (SPRG) File
The Student Programs file will contain a student program record with the most recent data for each school and each school year for each student in the Enrollment File in Special Education, Migrant Education or National School Lunch Program (NSLP).   Student program records WILL NOT be uploaded into the CAPADS Operational Data Store for if there is already an existing open enrollment record for that student.  It will be the LEAs responsibility to upload all program participation and program eligibility records to CALPADS for each open enrollment record currently on file in CALPADS.  
Direct Certification Status (DCRT)

The Direct Certification file will contain a record for all students with valid SSIDs and complete demographic and enrollment data who were enrolled on or since July 1, 2006 and have been directly certified as eligible for free lunch by the CSIS direct certification process as of July 1, 2009.
Incomplete SSIDs (ISSI)
The Incomplete SSIDs file will contain a record for each student with valid SSIDs and complete demographic and enrollment data that were enrolled prior to July 1, 2006, but have not had enrollment activity since then.  Additionally, the file will also contain a record generated for each student with SSIDs and incomplete data (cannot pass the CALPADS input validations). 
Resolved MID Anomalies (RMID)
The Resolved MID Anomalies file will contain a record for each SSID that has been retired (due to a resolved multiple identifier discrepancies (MIDs)) or replaced the retired SSID.
LEA Translation Tables (TTBL)
The LEA Translation Table will contain all local code entries for the most current version of the data dictionary with the corresponding CALPADS master code.
All SSIDs (ALLI)

The All SSIDs file will contain a record for each SSID, including those that are considered incomplete. Note that this file is needed to ensure that SSIDs are not duplicated in the future and are accounted for during the conversion process.
All Aliases (ALLA)

The All Aliases file will contain a record for each Alias Name for students with valid SSIDs and complete demographic and enrollment data that were enrolled on or since July 1, 2006. 
2.  DATA ELEMENTS TO BE CONVERTED OR TRANSLATED AND CONVERSION RULES
This table identifies the CSIS Data Elements that will be converted to meet the input validation requirements of the ODS. The first three columns identify the CALPADS files and field number, if applicable, that the CSIS Data Elements will populate. The Public Name column is the name of the CALPADS Data Element to be populated, and the last column describes the conversion/translation rules that will be implemented.
Some CSIS Data Elements will be used as is or are not available for conversion (data not collected by CSIS). We have color coded those elements as per this legend:
