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	Preparing to Submit Elementary Course Data to CALPADS


Illustrative Example of Course Data


Orientation to this tool: This tool is designed to help local education agency (LEA) staff understand how to report course and course enrollment information to CALPADS for elementary schools and students in self-contained classrooms. The first page summarizes CALPADS requirements related to courses and course enrollments. The second page provides illustrative examples of the required information. 
CALPADS Requirements: LEAs must report course offerings and course enrollments to CALPADS. For elementary schools and students in self-contained classrooms, required reporting includes all of the classes offered by a school (e.g. 1st grade, 2nd grade) and course enrollment for specific students (Justin is in 2nd grade, Marita is in 4th grade). Only self-contained classes need to be reported. Pull-out and support assignments (e.g. music, resource, math support) are NOT reported as courses. Information about pull-out classes and support assignments are reported as non-teaching assignments for certificated staff. 
CALPADS does NOT require elementary schools with self-contained classrooms to create a master schedule. How the information is collected and reported will vary depending on the student information system (SIS). Contact your vendor for specific directions for setting up and reporting course information.

	CRS-State Course Code
	The State Course Code for ALL self-contained courses is 1000. This element was previously the CBEDS assignment code.
	Course Group State

	CRS-Local Course ID
	Local Course ID can be any combination up to 10 characters - the examples are shown with the old CBEDS codes and used only for illustration
	

	CRS-Course Name
	Course Name can be any name up to 50 characters
	

	CRS-NCLB Core Course Instructional Level Code
	Use E (elementary NCLB core) for ALL self-contained elementary courses
	NCLB Core Course Indicator and Instructional Level

	Course Section ID
	A unique identifier for a Course Section up to 10 characters. The Course Section is usually a combination of local course ID and a section indicator. If using an automated scheduling system, the section will be assigned automatically. If assigning the section manually, it will be easier to troubleshoot problems if you use something meaningful, such as the local teacher ID, the classroom number, or combinations. 
	

	Class ID
	The class ID is a unique identifier for any Course Section (class) taught in the same place, at the same time with the same teacher or teachers. This will normally be the same as the course section ID. 
	

	SEID
	A unique identifier assigned to each teacher by the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing. This identifier is known as the Statewide Educator Identifier (SEID).
	

	Local Staff ID
	A locally assigned unique identifier

	For courses with English Learners
	Education Service English Learners

	Language of Instruction Code 
	For courses being taught in the primary language
	Language

	Instructional Strategy Code
	For courses with English Learners or special education or home and hospital students
	Instructional Strategy

	Independent Study Indicator

	Team teaching and job sharing
	Multiple Teacher Instruction Strategy Category

	HQT Competency Code
	Identifies how teacher has demonstrated competency in subject matter

	Gordon and Seaborn are job sharing 1st grade in room 8, each has the same course section ID, and the same class ID (they have the same students in the same classroom at the same time). Each needs the multiple teacher code identified (2 for job share).

	Ho is teaching 4th grade in room 11 on track A, Sullivan is teaching 5th grade in room 11 on track B.

	Robinson and Mills are team teaching 6th grade in room 19; each has the same course section ID, and the same class ID (they have the same students in the same classroom at the same time). Each needs the multiple teacher code identified (1 for team teach).

	

	The following apply to classes with English Learners

	All classes with English Learners need to have an Education Service code indicating the services the students are receiving (primary language instruction with ELD and/or SDAIE, ELD, SDAIE, or ELD and SDAIE).

	All classes with English Learners need to have an Instructional Strategy code indicating the strategy used for teaching the students (structured English immersion, dual immersion, bilingual).

	If English Learners are receiving primary language instruction, ALSO indicate the language of instruction. Example is NOT shown.

	Robinson and Burns have English Learners in their classes. Robinson’s class is structured English immersion and she is providing ELD and SDAIE services (4 for ELD Instruction and SDAIE Instruction But Not Primary Language Instruction). Burns’ class is structured English immersion (500) with ELD only (2 for ELD Instruction Only).
