Illustrative Example of Course Data


Orientation to this tool: This tool is designed to help local education agency (LEA) staff understand how to report course and course enrollment information to CALPADS for junior high/middle/intermediate and high schools. The first page summarizes CALPADS requirements related to courses and course enrollments. The second page provides illustrative examples of the required information.

	CRS-NCLB Core Course Instructional Level Code
	Indicates the course is Elementary (E) core, Secondary (S) core, or non-core (N).

	Course Section ID
	A unique identifier for a Course Section assigned by a local educational agency. Course Section is usually a combination of local course ID and a section indicator. If using an automated scheduling system, this is usually automatically assigned. 
	 

	Class ID
	The class ID is a unique identifier for any Course Section (class) taught in the same place, at the same time with the same teacher or teachers. This will normally be the same as the course section ID.
	

	SEID
	The Statewide Educator Identifier. A unique identifier assigned to each teacher by the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing. 
	

	Local Staff ID
	A locally assigned unique identifier

	Identifies how teacher has demonstrated competency in subject matter

	Agliano and Angel are team teaching Beginning algebra in period 3. Each course section needs a multiple teacher code identified (1 for team teaching).

	Ranasinghe and Gordon are job sharing Graphic Communications in period 3. Each course section needs a multiple teacher code identified (2 for job share).

	Brawn is teaching French 3 and French 4 during period 2 in the same classroom. The course content is different so there is a course section ID for each course, but the class ID is the same for both.

	Sullivan is the classroom monitor for AP European History, which is a distance learning course. Use Sullivan’s SEID, and indicate the course is distance learning (NOT SHOWN).

	Business Math is part of the Entertainment Career Tech Education (CTE) pathway. The course should have an associated course content code of 154 (career technical education) to indicate it is included in the pathway, but not a CTE course (NOT SHOWN).

	

	The following apply to classes with English Learners

	All classes with English Learners need to have an Education Service code indicating the services the students are receiving (primary language instruction with ELD and/or SDAIE, ELD, SDAIE, or ELD and SDAIE).

	All classes with English Learners need to have an Instructional Strategy code indicating the strategy used for teaching the students (structured English immersion, dual immersion, bilingual).

	If English Learners are receiving primary language instruction, ALSO indicate the language of instruction. Example is NOT shown.

	Angel has English Learners in Adv Algebra (SDAIE) in 1st period, and Ratty has English Learners in Economics CP in 1st period. Angel’s class is structured English immersion (Instructional Strategy 500) and she is providing SDAIE services (Education Service 3 SDAIE Instruction Only). Ratty’s class is structured English learner mainstreaming (Instructional Strategy 650) and she is providing ELD and SDAIE services (4 for ELD Instruction and SDAIE Instruction But Not Primary Language Instruction).
